VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES in YRE 
 

Each TUUC family is required to participate in our cooperative Youth Religious Exploration (YRE) 

program.  These descriptions of each volunteer opportunity will help decide where you would like to 

be involved. You are not registered until this step is completed; you will be contacted as a 

reminder if you overlook this.  
 
Join a Teaching Team – Be one of 3 or 4 adults; tell us what class you are interested in teaching. It can be your 

child’s class or another. Please be a TUUC member or friend for at least one year. 

 

Substitute Teacher - Be available on long or short notice to fill in for a teaching team member. 

 

Room Parent – Schedule parents to bring in snacks; send out weekly reminders; help coordinate class get-

together; coordinate simple thank you for teachers at the end of the year 

 

YRE Committee - The RE Committee meets the second Thursday of each month at 7:30 pm to steer the 

Religious Education Program for children and youth.  New members are always welcome. 

 

YRE Greeter -  Come 20 minutes early to act as a greeter to old and new families downstairs and help 

newcomers find the correct class; pick which half of the year you prefer or say either. 

 

Help with YRE Car Wash on date specified – Be one of many adult helpers for this fun annual fund-raiser. 

 

Help with YRE Kick-Off Event on date specified – Join team to plan this event; help by telling families about 

it; setting up, cleaning up, or buying supplies.
